Entry Terms and Conditions

1. Acceptance of entries is at the sole discretion of the Festival Organisers

2. There will be a maximum of 15 Entries

3. The festival is open to all drama groups, societies & organisations and must consist entirely of amateurs.

4. The entry fee will be  £20 for adult groups £10 for youth groups and must be submitted along with the Entry Form no later than 25th March 2011.  Any submissions after this date will be at the discretion of the festival organisers and may not be listed in the Cornerstone Brochure.

5. Multiple entries from any one organisation are permissible.  However, in the event that the festival is over subscribed, then only one will be permitted.

6. Each entry can be either a one act play or an extract of a full length play and should be no longer than 60 mins, including setting and striking the set, and no less than 20mins in performance.  It is the responsibility of the participating groups to ensure that the time limits are adhered to and any infringement will incur a penalty of 2 marks per minute or part minute.

7. The Festival Stage Manager will be there in a supervisory/advisory capacity only and it is the responsibility of each group to provide sufficient technical support for their production.  This should include a stage manager and sound/lighting technician.  The in-house technician at Cornerstone will be available in an advisory capacity only.

8. A copy of the script should be submitted for the Adjudicator’s use.  This will be returned after the festival.  Photocopies will not be accepted unless the piece is unpublished or out of print.  This should be submitted along with a cast photograph or relevant art work for inclusion in the festival programme no later than Fri 15th April 2010
9. Royalties are the responsibility of the Entrants.  A performance license or, if not applicable, other documents to indicate that the performance is permissible must be produced at least 2 weeks prior to the performance date.   Any groups failing to do so will result in the play being withdrawn from performance. 

10. Neither the festival organisers nor Cornerstone will accept responsibility for loss or damage either to personal property or to property/material brought into the theatre by participating groups.  Nor will they be responsible for any injury sustained during the course of the Festival to a member of the group or the public as a result of the groups participation.  Therefore Groups should ensure that they carry a valid public liability insurance certificate for a minimum of £5,000,000.
11. Entrants must adhere to the rules and regulations of the theatre as determined by the Cornerstone Management.  

12. Scenery and props cannot be stored at the theatre and must be removed at the end of the evening of the performance.

13. Groups should notify the organiser of any music that will be used during the performance for Cornerstone’s PRS return at least 4 weeks prior to performance.
14. The decision of the Adjudicator will be final.
